*  Who may join?
Anyone who lives, works or studies in the 33 London Boroughs.

* To obtain a card,
please complete our registration form and show us one official document which proves your full name
and current address. If you are unable to do this, we may still be able to help you join, so please ask for
assistance.

* If you are under 14 years old,
we ask that a parent, legal guardian or teacher act as a guarantor.

* We ask that you provide a date of birth. We have legal obligations regarding the loan of classified video
and DVD materials and also use data provided to apply concessionary rates to benefit customers.

*  We ask for additional information (ethnic origin, email and phone details) to help us plan and provide a
better service.

When you become a library member

* You are entitled to borrow from all Lewisham Libraries. You are responsible for everything taken on
your card: You should not lend it to anyone, including members of your own family. If you lose your
card, please tell us immediately. We make a small charge to replace a lost card, which is waived on
production of a Police Crime number document showing that it has been stolen.

* You are entitled to free use of the computers in the library and access to the library reference resources
online

*  Whatever your age, you may borrow free of charge
Up to 12 books or talking books for 3 weeks and...

*  Whatever your age, you may also hire
Up to 6 Music CDs for 3 weeks and...
Up to 3 Videos or DVDs (loan periods vary) and... Up to 2 CD-ROMs for one week and...
1 Playstation for one week

*  Where hire charges apply, they are collected as you borrow. With the exception of our well-established
Music CD collections, items for hire have to be returned to the library where they are hired.

* Most of our lending library stock is free to borrow, is easily renewed, and may be returned to any
Lewisham Library. The items are due back by the date stamped at the check-out desk; charges are
made for late return (concessions apply).

e Re-registering.
You must inform us if you move home and wish to continue to use the service. Otherwise, every two
years, you will be asked to re-register and provide current proof of your name and address.
